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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a new key issue on enabling roaming UEs to register to available network slices in the surrounding area, not offer by the serving network. This KI addresses Work Task #3.

 Discussion

As specified in TS 22.261, clause 6.1.2.1 “For a roaming UE activating a service/application requiring a network slice not offered by the serving network but available in the area from other network(s), the HPLMN shall be able to provide the UE with prioritization information of the VPLMNs with which the UE may register for the network slice.” The UE shall be given sufficient information to choose available S-NSSAIs in a given area (while roaming). This is also reflected in the description of Rel.18 FS_eNS_Ph3, Task#3

2. Proposals

It is proposed to adopt the following text in TR.23.700-41

Key Issue #X: Support for provisioning of information on available S-NSSAIs in surrounding VPLMNs, while the UE roaming
5.x.1
Description

According to TS 23.122, the UE uses information stored in the UICC to select a VPLMN, based on a prioritized list of VPLMNs. This information does not provide the UE with information about what S-NSSAIs are available in the selected VPLMN. The UE only finds out whether the S-NSSAI is available (and whether the UE is authorized to use it) once it has successfully registered to this VPLMN. 

As a result, to enable the UE to determine availability of S-NSSAIs in VPLMNs, this key issue will address:

· Whether and what actions need to be taken by a roaming UE when requested S-NSSAIs are not available in the serving network
· Whether and how the UE identifies available VPLMNs and the S-NSSAIs these VPLMNs support, while the UE is roaming
· Whether and how to inform the UE what S-NSSAIs are available in VPLMNs while roaming 

· Whether and how the UE uses the S-NSSAI information to select VPLMNs
