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1 Introduction

Document SA-000337 illustrates the relationship between the IM CN subsystem and the PS and CS domains in the medium term and long term.  As the first release of the IM CN subsystem is the Release 5, it should be considered the medium term.

2 This contribution proposes that this is reflected in section 4.1 “Releationship to CS and PS domains” of TS 23.228.

3 Proposal

The CS-domain is retained and provides 100% backwards compatibility with R99 for CS-domain services. The CS-domain may be implemented using MSCs, or possibly with MSC Call Servers and a packet-backbone.

The PS-domain is retained and provides IP connectivity. It is upgraded to support QoS for IP-multimedia services.

The IP-multimedia subsystem is added. In the medium term this subsystem provides new IP multimedia services that complement the services provided by the CS-domain. These services are not required to be aligned with the CS-domain.
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
