There are mainly two type of solutions are proposed.
-	Partially Allowed NSSAI
-	When the AMF provides partially Allowed NSSAI, the AMF provides TAIs that the partially Allowed NSSAI can be used with Registration procedure. In this case, however, overall system level signalling is not investigated. Solution #29 provides some procedures but other solutions does not provide procedure level details and it is not clear which impacts are expected to support partially Allowed NSSAI.
-	Partially Rejected NSSAI
-	When the AMF provides partially Rejected NSSAI, the AMF provides TAIs that the partially Rejected NSSAI applies. The UE needs to trigger Registration to use the Rejected NSSAI but there is no additional system level impact is expected.
Solution 26 proposes secondary RA conception. There is still FFS whether secondary RA concept also applies to other network features such as network capabilities, IMS voice support indication, NSSAA, NSAC, etc. If the secondary RA is applied to Allowed NSSAI only, conceptually, there is no difference with partially Allowed NSSAI.
