If the MBS session in Inactive state, the UE may be in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state. The UE may resume the connection in a different NG-RAN node as specified in the TS 23.502 [6] clause 4.8.2 with following additional enhancement:
-	an MBS non-supporting target NG-RAN retrieves the UE context excluding MBS session information from source RAN node.
-	an MBS supporting target NG-RAN node retrieves all the UE context including MBS session information from source RAN node.
-	If the MBS supporting target NG-RAN node does not establish the 5GC Shared MBS traffic delivery for the MBS session, it triggers setup of the resources for the 5GC Shared MBS traffic delivery, see clause 7.2.1.4 for details.
-	The target NG-RAN initiate the path switch as specified in the clause 7.2.3.2.
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
