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Abstract: This contribution proposes some principles for conclusion on KI #1 and #2.

It would be better for simple normative solutions to have similar principles for conclusion between Key Issue #1 and #2. So some principles are provided as a base-line combined conclusion.

It is proposed to capture the following changes into TR 23.700-60.

Interim conclusion for Key Issue #1 and #2 
The following aspects are concluded as principles for the normative work:
AF provides QoS requirement for multi-modality service to NEF/PCF for specific UE(s) before or after the PDU session establishment. The following may be included additionally in QoS requirement:
-
The AF specific service flow group ID as well as AF ID, to which UE(s) belong for the multi-modality service.
-
Handling Together Indication, which indicates to be handled together for AF specific service flow group.

-
Delay difference threshold among the UE(s)’ service flows of the AF specific service flow group.

For each UE’s PDU session PCF may generate and provide PCC rules to the SMF for the multi-modality service to guarantee the delay difference no larger than the delay difference threshold among the UE(s)’ service flows of the AF specific service flow group. The following may be included additionally in SM policy association:
-
The AF specific service flow group ID as well as AF ID.

-
Handling Together Indication.

-
Delay difference threshold among the flows of the AF specific service flow group.

NOTE: When establishing PDU session of specific UE(s) for the multi-modality service, AMF should select a same SMF for the PDU session(s), which can be based on requested S-NSSAI, DNN, UE location and AF specific service flow group ID etc.
SMF enforces NG-RAN/UPF as the PCC rules to meet the coordinated transmission requirement for multi-modality service so that the following may be included additionally during PDU session establishment/modification:

-
The AF specific service flow group ID as well as AF ID.

-
Handling Together Indication.

NOTE: When establishing PDU session of specific UE(s) for the multi-modality service, SMF should select a same UPF for the PDU session(s), which based on requested S-NSSAI, DNN and AF specific service flow group ID etc. It can be assumed that the same NG-RAN is shared between UE(s) for the multi-modality service since the UE(s) are quite near so that they can be re-directed to the same NG-RAN.
