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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]SA2 is working on the call flow design that enables an LCS client/AF, or UE to request GNSS integrity requirements in the MT-LR or MO-LR procedure. In particular, the remaining issue is on what parameters can be provided by the LCS client/AF or UE to the GMLC or AMF, and further forwarded to LMF. LMF may use the parameters to determine to use GNSS positioning method for integrity calculation/determination, and other behaviour corresponding to TS 38.305 clause 8.1.3.3.

During the discussion, some companies believe the following parameters can be provided by LCS client/AF, or UE, i.e. Target Integrity Risk, Time To Alert and Alert Limit. However, other company would like RAN2 to evaluate whether these parameters are agreeable, and whether there are other parameters can be provided by LCS client/AF, or UE.
