In order for a MBSR to operate as a relay, it needs to obtain necessary configuration from the serving PLMN. The MBSR establishes a secure and trusted connection to the OAM server for the configuration.   
When a PDU session is used for the MBSR to access the OAM server, the serving PLMN may obtain a default S-NSSAI (and optionally a DNN) from the MBSR subscription information, to ensure that the PDU sessions established by the MBSR has acces to the OAM server. 
The MBSR may also be configured with the MBSR Policy, which includes:
-	the PDU session parameters to use for the OAM server access, for each of the PLMNs it is authorized to operate;
-	the perferred PLMN list and forbiddent PLMN list for PLMN selection of MBSR. 
The MBSR Policy can be pre-configured on the MBSR or provisioned uisng existing UE Policy mechanism as defined in TS 23.503 [45].     
Editor’s note:	Whether there is additional need of the UE policy information update can be further synched based on RAN WG feedback.
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
