A PIN, pre-configured or created by an AF, is identified by a PIN ID. There may be multiple PEGC UEs part of a PIN and the PEGC UE's association with the PIN may be managed dynamically using the 5GC group management feature. The AF for PIN uses the External Group ID to identiy the list of PEGC UEs that are part of a PIN. The 5GC determines the Internal Group ID from the External Group ID.
The AF for PIN may use the External Group ID to provide URSP guidance and/or QoS flow parameters to the 5GC, that is applicable for all the PEGC UEs associated with a PIN.
