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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes to redefine the client that triggers relative positioning in TS 23.586 v0.2.0. 
1.
Discussion
SL Positioning Client UE has been defined as a relative positioning client to initiate Ranging/Sidelink positioning service on behalf of the application residing on it. 
Actually, the relative positioning client may not be the UE. A server where the application resides on it for relative positioning demand also may initiate the Ranging/Sidelink positioning request. For example, an application of MEC server in Intelligent Traffic System expects to get the relative position between a RSU and an Autonomous Car. The MEC server may initiate the relative location service towards GMLC with the certain identification information of the relative positioning targets. 
And if the SL Positioning Client is a UE and the UE either has no PC5 interface or the UE is not authorized to initiate relative positioning for the targets via PC5 interface, the UE may initiate the Ranging/Sidelink positioning request towards GMLC with the certain identification information of the relative positioning targets. 
Lastly the SL Positioning Client may be a UE with PC5 interface, and if there are configuration information for the UE to be authorized to initiate Ranging/Sidelink positioning request via PC5 interface. 
Therefore, the client that initiates Ranging/Sidelink positioning service request may be a UE or server with the application residing on it by PC5 interface or GMLC going through 5GC. 
Terminologically, in accordance with LCS Client, it is proposed to rename the entity into Relative Location Services Client (RLCS Client). 

2.
Text proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to TS 23.586 v0.2.0:
* * * * First change * * * *

Relative Location Services Client: An entitywhich initiates relative positioning service request on behalf of the application residing on it. The RLCS Client may reside in a UE. 
NOTE 2:
If the RLCS Client resides in a UE, the UE does not have to support Ranging/Sidelink positioning capability, but the SL Positioning Client may trigger Ranging/Sidelink positioning procedure between SL Reference UE and Target UE, via either PC5 or GMLC.
