· About your item “1) Consideration of DSCP markings at UPF and UE”
Current 3GP specifications allow the Session manager (SMF) to control User Plane Function (UPF) classification as follows: The traffic classification filters set on the UPF (PDR) may take into consideration DSCP along with other packet filtering criteria, to map (wireline) service data flows to 5G QoS flows with desired 5Qis. This may be controlled by PCF Policy Control policies
· About your item 2) “QoS Mapping at CPEs “
This requirement is not currently supportedCurrent 3GPP specifications do not address specifically this requirement (that may nevertheless be supported by deployments using proper  DSCP values and WLAN QoS settings at WLAN Access Points. and 3GPP SA2 is currently fully busy in specifying Rel-18 but this requirement may, according to 3GPP procedures,  be considered in a future release.
