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	Reason for change:
	The URSP rule with PIN ID is used when routing PINE’s traffic to/from 5GS is needed. The PEGC also has management functionalities that needs to interact with PEMC or AF. Both need PDU Session for data transferring.

If two PDU Sessions used, it is kind of resource waste, considering that same RSD can be used by different URSP rules, it is proposed that one PDU Session can be used for both purpose.

An example configuration for the two URSP rules can be as following:
URSP rule#1: TD=PIN ID#1, RSD#1;
