For HR-SBO PDU Sessions, the AF in VPLMN may send to V-NEF an AF request to influence traffic routing (e.g. for the purpose of subscription to UP path management events on HR-SBO Sessions in VPLMN). The AF request for the HR-SBO PDU Session (which can be differentiated from the non-roaming and LBO PDU Session by the V-NEF as described in clause 4.3.6.3 and clause 4.3.6.4 of TS 23.502[3].) from the AF is stored as Application Data (Data Subset = AF traffic influence request information) in the UDR of VPLMN as described in clause 4.3.6 of TS 23.502 [3]. To obtain the AF traffic influence request information, the V-SMF managing the PDU Session supporting HR-SBO subscribes to the NEF in VPLMN for notification of Application Data modification as specified in clause 4.3.6 of TS 23.502 [3].
