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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank CT3 for the LS on issues on estimated bandwidth for 5QI exposed by NWDAF to AF.

With respect to the questions raised in the LS, SA2 would like to reply that in SA2#156E it was discussed (see S2-2304783) but not agreed to extend the output analytics definition in clause 6.9.3 of TS 23.288. This is due to the difference between the paradigm of the QoS Sustainability prediction and the then proposed exposure of the Average UE Bitrate: the QoS Sustainability prediction by the NWDAF requires the usage of Crossed Reporting Threshold(s), while the proposed Average UE Bitrate does not use them and in that sense it would introduce a completely different functionality in the NWDAF. Notice also that the existing Averaging Traffic rate in clause 6.14.3 of TS 23.288 already allows to expose the same information

Because of that, SA2 agreed to remove the text referring to the NWDAF from TS 23.501 clause 5.37.4 (see attached CR). Since Release 18 Stage-2 is already frozen, SA2 will not consider any further functional changes for estimated bandwidth for 5QI exposed by NWDAF.
