Overall description
SA2 thanks the LS from SA5 on the provisioning services specified in SA5. SA2 defined the “Nnwdaf_MLModelProvision services”, “procedure for ML Model provisioning” and “analytics metadata provisioning capability” since Rel-17.

As described in TS 23.288, the ML Model provision procedure is used by the NWDAF service consumer (e.g., an NWDAF containing AnLF) to retrieve trained ML models from an NWDAF containing MTLF.
The NWDAF service consumer subscribes to, modifies, or cancels subscription for a (set of) trained ML Model(s) associated with a/an (set of) Analytics ID(s), the NWDAF containing MTLF notifies the trained ML Model Information to the NWDAF service consumer via “Nnwdaf_MLModelProvision services”.
“Analytics metadata provisioning capability” is a kind of NWDAF capability stored as NF profile in NRF and will be considered during the NWDAF discovery procedure. 
SA2 understand that SA5 is responsible of management and orchestration aspects, but the term “provisioning” that mentioned by SA5 which defined in SA2 is not relevant to the LCM and CM. There are no provisioning requirements regarding LCM and CM identified by SA2.
