5.X.1	Description 
This key issue investigates the potential need and solutions to handle the edge network and EAS related information (e.g. UPF and EAS deployment information, DNAIs) locally with less impact to 5GC central NFs (e.g. central SMF) to address more flexible EAS (re)discovery/(re)selection, local UPF (re)selection.
The following aspects shall be studied:
-	Whether and which information (e.g. UPF and EAS deployment information, DNAIs) needs to be handled locally (centrally or both) for EAS (re)discovery and/or local UPF (re)selection.	
-	How is it determined whether the above information needs to be handled locally, centrally, or both for EAS (re)discovery and/or local UPF (re)selection;
-	Which entities determine whether the above information needs to be handled locally, centrally, or both for EAS (re)discovery and/or local UPF (re)selection;
-	Whether existing procedures (e.g. discovery, ULCL/BP, mobility and influence/exposure related procedures) suffice or whether there are gaps to be addressed when above information is handled locally or both locally and centrally.
NOTE 1: Existing network functions will be considered as baseline in this Key Issue.
NOTE 2: Roaming cases are not considered as part of this Key Issue.
