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1 Overall description
CT3 thanks CT4 for their Reply LS C3-235019 (C4-233596), also thanks SA3 for their Reply LS (S3-233143) on Authorization of NF service consumers for data access via DCCF.
CT3 would like to remind that TS 23.288 clause 5A.1 states that the DCCF "prevents data sources from having to handle multiple subscriptions for the same data", TS 23.288 clause 5A.2 also specifies that "If parameters in a request for data from a Data Consumer match those in a prior request or in a data collection profile registration, the DCCF may determine that the requested data is already being collected from a Data Source", that is DCCF may determine to not create a new subscription request for the same data collection from the same Data Source for different Data Consumer.
CT3 would like to ask SA3 and CT4:
For the new source Data Consumer(s) requesting for the same data collection from the same Data Source, for which the DCCF may determine to not create a new subscription to the Data Source in order to optimize overall signaling which is aligned with DCCF functionality in TS 23.288 clause 5A.1,
Question 1:	Whether and how can the Data Source get and/or authorize the CCA of the new Data Consumer(s) to retrieve the same data without requiring multiple subscriptions from DCCF?
