Abstract: Clarification of the term of DualSteer Device for FS_MASSS in TR23.700-54. 
1	Discussion
In TS22.261, it defines DualSteer device as the output of SA1 Rel-19 DualSteer that:
DualSteer device: A device supporting traffic steering and switching of user data (for different services) across two 3GPP access networks; it can be a single UE, in case of non-simultaneous data transmission over the two networks, or two separate UEs in case of simultaneous data transmission over the two networks.
That is, to minimize the impact of simultaneous data transmission over 2 3GPP access, it is supposed that a DualSteer device is of two separate UEs. On the other hand, if it is only for non-simultaneous data transmission, a DualSteer device could be a single UE.
SA2 Rel-19 FS_MASSS bases on the assumption that:
The subscriber of the DualSteer Device has two subscriptions/SUPIs, sharing one subscription profile from the same operator.
In the SA2 SID, a DualSteer device capable of simultaneous data transmission could be a single UE if it is a Multi-USIM UE.
According to TS23.501, a Multi-USIM UE:
· Is a UE with multiple USIMs, capable of maintaining a separate registration state with a PLMN for each USIM at least over 3GPP Access (clause 3.1 Definitions)
· shall use a separate PEI for each USIM when it registers with the network.
As the network identifies a UE using UE id as the combination of SUPI and PEI, thus a Multi-USIM UE in fact is two separate UEs to the network that has separate registration states.
So the definition of DualSteer Device in TR23700-54 is suggested to be:
DualSteer device: A device supporting traffic steering and switching of user data (for different services) across two 3GPP access networks; it can be a single UE, in case of non-simultaneous data transmission over the two networks, or two separate UEs or Multi-USIM UEs in case of simultaneous data transmission over the two networks.
