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1	Overall description
SA2 would like to thank SA3 on the LS on uniqueness of ProSe U2N RSC (S3-235076).
SA2 has discussed the questions and would like to provide the following answer.
As the definition of the values of Relay Service Code is not in the scope of TS 23.303 and TS 23.304, it is not clear on how to generate the values of the Relay Service Code globally unique. However, if the UEs from different PLMNs need to discover each other (in the cases of UE-to-Network Relay and UE-to-UE Relay), it means that the Relay Service Code is associated with the same connectivity service, and the same Relay Service Code should have been provisioned in those UEs based on Service Level Agreement.
SA2 has agreed to add the following NOTE to TS 23.304 clauses 5.8.3.1 and 5.8.4.2 to clarify Relay Service Code used by UEs from different PLMNs:
“If a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay and 5G ProSe Remote UE from different PLMNs discover each other, it means that the Relay Service Code is associated with the same connectivity service, and the same Relay Service Code is provisioned based on Service Level Agreement among operators.”
