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1 Overall description
SA2 thanks to SA4 for the LS. SA2 discussed the issues and reaches the following consensus:
Question: When defining the semantics of PDU Set based RTP Header Extension, SA4 realizes that the out of order reception may happen at the 5GS, i.e. UPF and RAN. For example, depending on routing over the N6 link between UPF and the RTP sender, the PDU with the Indication of End PDU of the PDU Set may be received before the last PDU arriving at UPF within the PDU Set. Similarly, the same issue also exists for the End of Data Burst (EDB) indication of the Data Burst. SA4 would like to remind SA2 to take the above issue into account and update their specifications if necessary. However, SA4 would like to confirm our earlier position that the UPF should not attempt to perform re-ordering to achieve in-order delivery.
Answer: The re-ordering is not specified in 5GS, however, if DL PDUs of a PDU Set are received out of sequence (including PDU dropped), the behaviour of 5GS is up to implementation.
