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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has approved that the coverage condition was taken into consideration (see 23.586 clause 5.2.2 and 5.2.3) during Ranging/Sidelink Positioning UE Discovery & Selection because the partial coverage is not supported by RAN2 in this release.
During SA2 discussion, people are not sure whether the solutions in clause 6.20 of 23.273 still work in some of the partial coverage scenario since the SLPP message forwarding can be supported by CT1’s work. The following questions were raised:

Question 1: In SA2 understanding, partial coverage means, at least two UEs involved in Ranging/SL Poistioning operation, and one UE has NAS connection (i.e. in coverage), and the other UE don’t have NAS connection (i.e. out of coverage). Can RAN2 confirm SA2 understanding?
Question 2: Is there potential RAN2 impact to support network based or network assisted SL positioning as defined in the 23.273 clause 6.20 when the target UE is in coverage while some of the SL reference UE(s) are out of coverage?
Question 3: Is there potential RAN2 impact to support UE only SL positioning as defined in 23.586 clause 6.8 when the target UE is out of coverage while some of the SL reference/Located UE(s) are in coverage?
Question 3: If the scenarios above have RAN2 impact, can they still be supported in this release? 
Question 4: Can RAN2 provides more detailed clarification on partial coverage scenarios, if needed?
