Network Slice usage control is achieved as follows:
1)	Configuring network-controlled Slice Usage Policy to supporting UEs (see clause 5.15.15.2).
2)	Configuring PDU Sessions inactivity timers, and Network Slice deregistration inactivity timers (see clause 5.15.15.3).
NOTE:	Roaming is not supported in this Release of the specification.

Subject to operator policy and national/regional regulations, the AMF ensures that Network Slice usage control is not applied for the Network Slice when the Network Slice is used for Emergency service.
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
