4.1
Architecture Requirements
Solutions shall comply with and build on the 5G ProSe architecture principles as defined in TS 23.304 [4] and 5G System architectural principles as defined in TS 23.501 [a]. To satisfy the normative stage-1 requirements in TS 22.261 [y], the system shall:
· Support multi-hop over NR PC5 reference point for UE-to-Network Relay for Layer-2 and Layer-3 Relays.

· Support multi-hop over NR PC5 reference point for UE-UE Relay for Layer-3 Relays.

NOTE :  This study requires coordination with RAN WGs.
