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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes updates to KI#1 for the study of FS_VMR_Ph2.  
1. Discussion

TR 23.700-06 has documented the KIs based on SID for FS_VMR_Ph2 work. 
Comparing to VMR work in Rel-18, the main differences are a) gNB-CU is moving which means also the RAN-CN connection may need flexible management; b) the backhaul is provided by an IP connection via PDU session.

The RAN-CN connection flexible management is an important aspect that needs to be highlighted as part of the KI#1.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to accept the following changes to TR 23.700-06 to address the RAN-CN connection issue related to both mobility aspect in WT-1 and authorization aspects in WT-2 as part of the KI#1.
FIRST CHANGE

5.1
Key Issue #1: Architectural enhancements for the support of a MWAB
This Key issue addresses architectural enhancements required to support the MWAB connects to the 5GC with the use of wireless backhauling (for the N2/N3 interfaces) via IP connectivity provided by a PDU session.

This will include:

-
Whether and how the MWAB provides service for UEs from the HPLMN and UEs from other PLMN when the MWAB roaming nationally/internationally to another PLMN.

- 
How to provide the backhaul link using a PDU sessions for a MWAB, to support the N2/N3 interfaces and connectivity to an OAM server.

-
How to discover and determine the AMF for the MWAB-gNB to connect to.
- 
How to manage the connections between the MWAB-gNB and CN considering the authorization status change and mobility of the MWAB-gNB in different areas, including roaming in other PLMNs.
NOTE:
The AMF discovery and determination need to be coordinated with RAN WGs.
