Title:	Interim conclusion for Key Issue#2

Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes to agree on the interim conclusion for Key Issue#2.
Discussion
The Key Issue #2 has been introduced to provide a mechanism “how an operator realize the Energy Efficiency and Energy Saving as service criteria with the subscription and policy control”. In terms of the applicability, Key Issue#2 is most essential part of this Study for operator. One straightforward way forward is to introduce new subscription (e.g., Green subscription) which explicitly acknowledged with subscriber for resource/power saving and the subscriber accepts the compromise of the service performance.
Solution#24 is a solution, the CN indicates to the RAN, the Green subscription of the UE. The RAN can use the Green subscription information for resource management in the RAN side for the UE, to maximize the Energy Efficiency and Energy Saving. This solution should be base line of the Key Issue #2.
Also, there were contributions, if 5GC allows a request from the UE a change the Green subscription on demand. This up to date change of Green subscription from UEs will cause complexity from network side and weaken the Energy Efficiency and Energy Saving. Also, the applicability of the Green subscription can be exempt for the emergency service, or DNN, S-NSSAI per SLA with operator. However, this does not require the on demand UE request for the change of the Green subscription.
Accordingly, this paper propose the interim conclusion:
1) Soltuion#24 is the base line solution
2) Change of the Green subscription by a UE is out of scope of 3GPP in this Release

-	A Green subscription will be defined for Energy efficiency and Energy Saving and added to the Access and Mobility Subscription information. 
Editor's note: if the Green subscription is a simple indication to allow compromise of the performance for the energy saving, or includes additional information (e.g., Energy credit limit) for more optimized operation, is FFS.  
-	Change of the Green subscription (e.g., preference indication from a UE, deactivate request the green subscription from UE) by a UE is out of scope of this release.
