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1	Overall description
SA2 is progressing a study related to the requirements available in clause 26a and its subclauses of TS 22.101. 

SA2 discussed the following requirement in clause 26a.2.1 in TS 22.101: "User Identifier shall be independent of existing identifiers relating to subscription (e.g. IMSI, MSISDN, IMPI, IMPU, SUPI, GPSI)." 

SA2 would like to ask the following questions:

Question 1: SA2 assumes that MSISDN and IMPUs are still used for SMS and IMS communication, can SA1 confirm SA2 understanding?

Question 2: Is the intention that IMS and SMS communication requires the User Identifier to be provided as part of the SMS and IMS signalling to the called party to enable Calling Party/Name Identification Presentation?

Question 3: If answer to question 2 is yes, if User Identifier cannot be provided to called party, should calling party be allowed to initiate SMS and/or IMS calls?

Question 4: What does SA1 mean with the “independent of existing identifiers” in the above mentioned requirement?
