Proposal

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Conclusion and Recommendations
In short term, push services can be supported based on 3GPP R99 specifications, WAP forum and IETF specifications. The scenario described in section 7.5 of this technical report describes the architecture. The architecture refers to applications, not specified by 3GPP, that rely on well functioning mechanisms present in releases R99 and R4, i.e. always on and SMS triggered activation of a PDP context (if none existing). This feasibility study has concluded that this architecture, as described in section 7.5, fulfills the service requirements received from SA1. 

In longer term, interaction with and reuse of current architectures/solutions in the IMS will be considered. Because IMS is currently under development, SIP signaling (together with extensions) is a strong candidate as bearer establishment for push services in future releases.
