SA2 feels the necessity of extending the SDP protocol to carry QoS information. Several contributions were presented in SA2 dealing with this issue (S2-012122, S2-012123, S2-012124, S2-012125).

 The purpose of contribution S2-012123 is to define the QoS information that plays a role in an end-to-end QoS negotiation and that is exchanged between different network elements during this end-to-end negotiation. It proposes to use the generic concept of QoS User Class in order to define a common way to transport QoS information between different elements on different interfaces.

 Contribution S2-012124 proposes an end-to-end Negotiation procedure and provides an example of a call flow corresponding to this End-to-end QoS Negotiation.

 Contribution S2-012125 proposes an extension to SDP in line with the IETF draft <draft-ietf-sip-manyfolks-resource-01.txt>. The aim of this is to map the QoS concepts onto the currently used protocols for IM. The QoS requirements are defined on a media basis. Therefore, there is no impact at the session set-up layer, and the SIP protocol should not require any enhancements. The SDP protocol provides the description of the session and each media component, and therefore, includes the QoS related information.

The original SA2 documents are attached to this liaison statement for reference. SA2 would like the opinion of CN1 on this topic.
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
