Whenever a modification has occurred in the subscription data that constitutes the data used by the S-CSCF, this complete subsciption data set shall be sent to the S-CSCF by the HSS. HSS shall use the Push model for downloading the subscription data to the S-CSCF.






5.1.5.1 Subscription updating information flow
This section provides the information flows for subscription data updating procedure.
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1. The HSS sends the Cx-Update_Subscr_Data with the subscription data to the S-CSCF.

2. The S-CSCF sends Cx-Update_Subscr_Data Resp to the HSS to acknowledge the sending of Cx-Update_Subscr_Data
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
