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SA2 thanks T2 for its LS requesting guidance on the subject of architectural support of MExE servers.

Some suggestions for improving the current MExE architecture and terminology are contained in the document attached to this LS (S2-012340).

Concerning the questions relating to the positioning of MExE in the VHE concept, the opinion of SA2 is that:

· MExE servers and services can indifferently belong to the Home Environment, Home Environment Value-Added Service Providers and Value-Added Service Providers. In the first two cases (only) MExE supports VHE services.

· MExE can be used as part of the provision of local services. At the moment, SA2 does not intend to standardize how local services (and associated servers) are discovered by the UE. However, it is required some mechanism(s) to exist, permitting the UE to access a server, from which local services can be discovered.

· MExE is considered as a possible toolkit to support user access to his/her Personal Service Environment, in order to, e.g.: manage his/her user profiles, personalize services and service data, discover new services in the home environment.

· It is assumed that bookmarks can be used to access the PSE and MExE services in the Home Environment.

Specific VHE aspects relate to the MExE user profile and its relationship with other components of the overall user profile. SA2 is waiting for more progress to be achieved by the joint user profile ad-hoc group in order to further analyse and specify stage 2 requirements related to this issue.

SA2 hopes that this provides a satisfactory answer to T2 requests, and looks forward to continued co-operation with T2.
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
