1. The AS performs service control and determines that a session party needs to be provided service by an MRFC..

2. AS initiates an Invite to an appropriate MRFC providing information regarding the specific service to be provided by the MRFC for this session and including SDP for the other party.

3. S-CSCF forwards the Invite to the MRFC.

4. MRFC responds with SDP for an appropriate MRFP port.

5. S-CSCF forwards SDP to the AS.

6. AS initiates a re-invite for the session party with SDP for the MRFP.

7. S-CSCF forwards the Invite toward the party network.

8. Party network responds with success indication.

9. 200 OK is forwarded to AS.

10. AS sends ACK to party.

11. S-CSCF forwards ACK to party network.

12. AS completes session setup with MRFC by sending Final SDP.

13. S-CSCF forwards Final SDP to MRFC.

14. MRFC responds with 200 OK.

15. 200 OK is forwarded to AS.

16. AS sends ACK to MRFC.

17. S-CSCF forwards ACK to MRFC.
