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1 Introduction

The requirements for the inter-operator information flow are partly captured in chapter 5.4 of TR 23.815. In this contribution we try to consolidate and phase the requirements.

2 Discussion

Requirements for inter-operator (e.g. home A, home B) information flows

· Allow identification of the involved subscribers operators (e.g. home A to identify home B and vice versa)

· Allow the operator’s to negotiate the charging model (and to identify if the other operator is a e.g. non-3gpp operator which will not accept to pay for terminating session) 

· Integrity protect messages between OCFs/CCFs (e.g. to avoid replay attacks)

· Feedback of cost/rating information to the operator billing the paying subscriber

· Allow simple auditing between operators

It’s understood that all requirement might not be fulfilled in R5, however the R5 architecture shall provide support for this functionality to be added in later releases.

As an initial step (R5) it may be acceptable to fulfil the following requirements:

· Allow operators to identify weather the corresponding peer is a “trusted” or “untrusted” entity (trusted peers would e.g. use NDS and have an agreement on the charging model to use) 

· Allow the operator’s to select charging model based on if the corresponding peer is trusted or untrusted

· Pre-negotiated cost/rating information to the operator billing the paying subscriber

3 Proposal

If the requirements and proposed phasing is agreed Ericsson will prepare a document with appropriate change markings for 23.815.
