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1 Introduction

Currently there is no place in the charging TR 23.815 describing the requirements for the information flow between the session and bearer level (P-CSCF and GGSN). As the charging requirements are the main drivers for the information flow it’s felt important to capture the requirement to consolidated the views and give guide to the CN groups.

2 Discussion

From a charging perspective the following requirements, on the P-CSCF – GGSN information flow, have been identified.

· The ability to pass binding information from GGSN to P-CSCF

· The ability to pass the destination IP address for uplink and source IP address for downlink packets from P-CSCF to GGSN 

· The ability to pass authorised bandwidth information from P-CSCF/PCF to GGSN

· The ability to pass charging correlation identifiers from GGSN to P-CSCF

· The ability for the P-CSCF/PCF to revoke authorisations

· The ability for the GGSN to report loss of radio events or modification of PDP Contexts to the P-CSCF as described in 23.228 Section 5.10.3.

3 Proposal

It’s proposed that the requirements in chapter 2 are use as a starting point for the discussion and that the agreed requirements are captured in a new section (5.5) in TR 23.815 named “Exchange of information between the Session and Bearer level”. If this is agreed Ericsson will provide an appropriate change marked document.
