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6.1.1 3GPP Subscriber Presence Attributes and Values

3GPP subscriber is described with attributes: subscriber's status, network status, one or more communication address(es) (containing communication means and contact address), subscriber provided location, network provided location, priority, text. All these attributes shall be able to contain value NULL to enable polite blocking. 

The following Table1 lists the values for the numbers of attributes, which are currently defined by S1. It may be extended in the future dependent on user and operator ‘s requirements.  The values can be setup and modified by user or operator.

Status mood
Enables the publisher to reflect his mood.

Possible values should include (happy, sad, angry, jealous, ashamed, invincible, in love, sleepy, bored, excited, anxious, hungry, …)

Status content
Gives the MMS content or URL to the MMS content that the user has selected as a personal status information

Network status
CS domain {PLMN, Gives the PLMN name or code of the mobile network where the client device is currently registered}

PS domain {APN, Network on which the user is connected} 

IMS domain (2 sets of attributes) {Registered, Not registered}

Communication means
Service type (telephony, SMS, email, multimedia messaging service (SIP), instant messaging service etc., NULL), 

Client information
Gives information about a particular client (Terminal capabilities). This information could include the client type (PC, mobile, html, etc.), the name of the device manufacturer, the name of the producer of the client application, the model of the client device, the version of the client application.  This is different from communication means attribute because communication means gives only the way to exchange information with the presentities’ terminal whereas “client information” gives information on the client itself, indirectly indicating the kind of data that can be sent to / shown on the terminal .

Preferred Contact address
Lists the current preferred contact method for the publisher.  Also the address of the contact is available.

The order of the elements indicates the mutual priority of preferences: the first on the list being the most preferred alternative

address, gives the location of the user in an understandable text form (street, city, state, highway, community,…)

User availability
Gives the availability of the publisher for telephony or messaging depending on the priority.
Values (High priority, Low priority, …), NULL 

Timezone
Gives the local time of the publisher

Free Format Text

Preferred language
Gives the preferred language for the publisher

Alias
Gives the alias of the user
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
