Discussion

MBMS services will require some kind of client on the UE to render the MBMS data to the user. This may be a general purpose client for a range of services of a particular type, or a service specific client.

The protocols above IP used by this client to interact with the service platform in the network, and for the service data itself, should be out of scope for 3GPP.

Where there are specific functions (e.g. authorisation) which are assumed by the UMTS network solution to be handled at the application layer, then the TR should enumerate these, but there is no requirement to standardise protocols for these functions in 3GPP.
