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1 Introduction

Wr reference point connects an interworking WLAN to 3GPP system. There is a strong  requirement to maintain Wr reference point as a generic and non 3GPP specific interface  to support generic WLANs.  

This contribution proposes more concrete definition of the the Wr reference point generality.

2 Wr Reference Point Protocols

The protocols crossing Wr reference point shall not be 3GPP specific, but existing standard protocols usable also for interworking between WLANs and non 3GPP networks shall be utilised. 

Wr reference point shall utilise NASREQ application on top of Diameter base protocol. 3GPP AAA server terminating the Wr reference point  towards WLAN shall support both IPv4 and IPv6. 

Support of legacy WLANs without Diameter support maybe supported by conversion between the defined Diameter/NASREQ mechanisms at 3GPP AAA server and the RADIUS procedures supported by the specific legacy WLAN. This conversion towards WLAN is handled locally and is not specified by 3GPP. 

3 Proposal

It is proposed that the contents of the above chapter 2 is included into the Wr Reference Point subchapter of WLAN TR 23.934 chapter 6.
