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1. Overall Description:

SA2 discussed the correlation between service classes (groups of applications) and traffic classes. The concept of service classes is used in TS 22.105 to describe the major groups of applications in terms of QoS requirements. TS 23.107 specifies the parameters and the value ranges of the UMTS Bearer Service by defining traffic classes.

Both specifications use the same terminology for their classes namely conversational, streaming, interactive and background. Due to the same names, the understanding of a direct correlation between the service class of TS 22.105 and the traffic class of TS 23.107 might occur. In other words, there is the risk of an understanding that e.g. an interactive service has to use a bearer of the interactive traffic class. However, SA2’s understanding is that such a direct correlation is not existing, e.g. an interactive service (application) could even use a UMTS bearer service of the conversational traffic class.

To prevent any misunderstanding due to the same terminology used for the service classes and traffic classes, SA2 agreed to add a statement to TS 23.107 expressing that there is no strict one-to-one mapping between classes of service (as defined in TS 22.105) and the traffic classes (as defined in TS 23.107).
