Report of the drafting session on "IMS Access Independence"
1 Summary
The drafting session has debated and concluded on the procedural and documentation aspects of conducting the architectural work on IMS Access Independence: 

· It is proposed to create a temporary SA2-internal Technical Report. This TR is intended to contain the key architectural items that need be addressed for access independence. One architectural solution each should be developped for these items, and these are to be documented in the TR. When the solution for a particular item reaches the required stability, CRs to the relevant specifications should be drafted to incorporate the solution.

· The intention is to produce the TR with an approximately complete list of items for SA2#27. Till then, E-mail discussion and possible conference calls are planned to facilitate this process. An initial version of the TR will be created based on the items raised in contributions discussed during the drafting session. 

· It was agreed to address the re-working of terminology aspects of IMS related TSs within the context of the "IMS Access Independece" work and the corresponding TR. The target release for this terminology re-work is Rel6, however, editorial mirror CRs may later be drafted for Rel5 once Rel5 has reached stability (1Q/2003?). The required terminology changes will first be collected in the TR, CRs will later be generated as for all other key items.
