S2-030272 OMA, Reply to LS on Lpp interface development

OMA ask S2 to more precisely define the requirements on the Lpp interface before any work can commence. The response LS is in 356, which contains the agreed CR on PPR information flows.


S2-030047 T2, Reply LS on the new Area Event location service

T2 recommend the LCS (terminal) based solution for the area event. Vodafone commented that the LS is “biased” in favour of the LCS solution. Vodafone sees the SMS solution to be the simplest solution. It is a common problem that the SMS inbox on the SIM card and in the mobile is filled up by “normal” SMS messages, and this could impact on the Cell list storage space on the SIM card. You cannot trust the mobile to have the Cell ID in all situations, e.g. during handover. 047 was noted.


S2-030301 Vodafone’s SA 2 plenary comments to S2-030047 “Reply LS on the new Area Event location service“ 301 was noted.

S2-030377 OMA Reply LS to S2-023120 LS on the review of the LIF roaming TR
OMA Location WG informs 3GPP that an initial draft of the "Inter-Location Server Interface Specification" will be made available to S2 for commenting in the very near future and ask S2 to reconsider the Lr schedule and to provide information regarding which 3GPP release the Lr specification needs to comply. The response LS is in 360.

6. LCS work items

The LCS2 Work Item description for Rel6 should be updated and the WI status reported in the next SA2 meeting #30. The Presence LCS interworking could be refined into “Support of IMS identities in GMLC”. LCS in WLAN is being studied in SA1, but the SA2 work on this issue should probably be a separate Work item to ease the cooperation between LCS and WLAN sessions, if this is seen to be within the scope of 3GPP.

Normally the pseudonym shall contain the address of the issuing network element, i.e. the address of the PMD (functionality). The PMD functionality may be in the H-GMLC or in the PPR or standalone.

The standalone PMD may be accessed using the Lpp interface, but it was not agreed to make the Lpp interface inter-PLMN.

180 was not agreed, a new version will be elaborated before the next meeting. 

7.3 Area event

S2-030051 Vodafone, Comparison of Techniques for Enabling UE Based Deferred Area Event Detection

051 was seen to be a useful document. The analysis could include also the initial signalling steps betweeen LCS client – GMLC - MSC.  The hybrid solution had been investigated to see whether there are some benefits with that approach. 051 was noted.

The alternatives how to proceed were identified as follows:

1. Network based area event

2. Mobile based area event

· Standardized GMLC-UE interface using STK

· Non-standardized GMLC-UE interface using STK

· Using LCS SS notification procedures

· Using a combined SS and STK solution

3. Combined network based and mobile based area event

Also the MO-LR mechanism could be used by the UE to inform the network that the area event has occurred. The mechanism to download the cell list to the UE using STK was seen to be outside the scope of LCS, so the GMLC –SMSC interface should not be standardized.

It was concluded that it might be possible in the next meeting to agree a CR, which specifies the necessary changes for the Le, Lg and Lr interfaces and possible changes in the LCS SS signalling in 23.271. Mechanisms that are seen to be outside the scope of LCS could be described in an informative annex.

7.4 Rel-5 LCS stage 2 CRs

S2-030018 AWS, Nortel, Ericsson, Transmittal of Position Method Used

The corresponding CN4 CR document proposed by Nortel was also made available in a separate file.

The position method information is not currently included in RANAP for the Iu interface and needs to be added there, if the function is agreed. There is a need to include a functional description from 2G and 3G point of view in 23.271 Rel-6. The proposal was agreed in principle and a corresponding CR will be made available in the next meeting. 018 was noted.

2 “==” signs are used to distinguish between the LCS client name and the requestor identity in a common field. New versions in 348 and 358. 358 was agreed.

It was seen necessary to add an informative note in the MAP specification 29.002 on this issue and Nokia will provide such a CR to CN4.

S2-030078 NEC, Editorial correction of some Notes, CR Rel-6

The new version in 351 was agreed.

S2-030183 Nokia, Information flows for PPR
The CR adds a clause to summarize the information flows on the Lpp interface. The new version in 355 was agreed. 355 is attached to the LS in 356 and sent for information to OMA.

7.6 Rel-6 new LCS issues

S2-030009, S2-030010 Huawei, China Mobile, Target UE query and cancel procedure for the activated requests, discussion tdoc and CR Rel-6

In the current stage1 TS 22.071 v6.2.0, chapter 4.15 “Periodic Location Reporting”, it points out that “It should be possible for the target UE at any time to query the LCS server about any valid requests activated for that target UE, and/or cancel the request. When a request is cancelled by the target UE, the LCS server shall inform the LCS client of this cancellation.”

It was noted that the target UE could not always cancel a LCS service request via the serving node, since the serving node does not know about all periodic location requests. It was also stressed that it should NOT be possible for the illegitimate user of a stolen mobile to cancel location requests…

Instead of canceling location procedures, the target UE user may change her privacy settings in PPR for all related LCS clients, as specified in the current stage 2. In this way the target UE can block or allow any deferred or periodic location request.

In deferred LR for the event when the UE gets available, the UE is not able to cancel the deferred LR, before the event report is sent. The corresponding service requirement is being discussed in SA1 around tdoc S1-46 and may become modified there.

It was agreed to send a LS in tdoc 361 to SA1 asking them to clarify the corresponding service requirement. 009 was noted and 010 was postponed.

S2-030011, S2-030012 Huawei, China Mobile, Parameter setting for query and cancel procedure, discussion tdoc and CR Rel-6

Both 011 and 012 were postponed.


S2-030077 NEC, Introduction of service coverage infomation of LCS client
It was suggested that also the network code could be added to define the PLMN as the service area of the LCS client, but this addition would add complexity and should therefore be proposed in a separate CR.

This is basiclly a function for R-GMLC. Also deferred LR might be included.

It was noted that the information that someone is not in a certain country anymore may be critical from privacy point of view. Therefore the target UE privacy settings should be checked before sending any information to the LCS client.

The new functionality described in 77 was agreed in principle, but some modification are needed based on the comments in this meeting. There will be a revised version of the CR for the next meeting.  77 was noted.
