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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has discussed on partial notification for Presence Service, which is already introduced in the TS 23.141. Current text in the TS states following:

‘The Presence Server shall also allow watchers to fetch and subscribe either the full set of presence information of a presentity, or only certain tuples within. The Presence Server shall be able to generate partial notifications to a watcher, these partial notifications only contain those tuples of the presentity which have been modified since the latest notification sent to the watcher about this presentity.’

The motivation of the partial notification is to reduce traffic over the radio interface. Some companies feel that the partial notification is a necessary feature to ensure efficient usage of scarce radio resource due to size of the presence document. However, there were opinions that SIP compression would decrease the size of the present document in such way that there is no need for partial notification. SA2 is aware of CN1 expertise on SIP compression and would like to ask their opinion on this issue.
