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The attached documents were presented to SA1 and WLAN-SWG to demonstrate the capability for a single USIM to authenticate multiple devices (Mobile Phone, PC, Pocket PC, etc.) to access multiple networks simultaneously (e.g., 3GPP, WLAN). SA1 agreed that this capability is interesting from a service point of view and that the technical implications to implement such or similar functions should be examined, however, neither of the attached documents were agreed upon nor endorsed by SA1. It was also felt that SA1 does not need to perform a feasibility study.

SA1 believes that work to support this capability may be part of the UE Split (as described in TR 22.944), but also is different in the following respects:

1. This capability does not require an open “R” interface between TE and ME. However, enhancement of USIM may be needed.

2. This capability supports accessing multiple networks simultaneously (e.g., 3GPP and WLAN), whereas UE Split supported access to a single network (3GPP) using different TEs.
