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Throughout the discussions on Push, the concept of the Long-Lived (or Always-On) PDP Context is regularly referenced. In the Push TR the definition of the Long-Lived PDP Context simply states it is a PDP Context, 

“that remains active/open for an indefinite period of time”.

It is suggested to add the following section 5.1 to the Push TR to further define how a network shall support a Long-Lived PDP Context.  New text to be added is shown in italics.

5.1
Push using Long-Lived PDP Context

This section describes the use of an existing PDP Context for Push Services.

A network supporting the long-lived PDP Context shall ensure it does not disconnect the PDP Context (GGSN or SGSN PDP Context Deactivation) while the UE is in radio contact with the network (i.e. attached). Upon a UE losing radio contact with the network the network may deactivate the PDP Context. When a UE that is out of coverage but had a previously set up long-lived PDP Context, re-establishes radio contact with the network, the PDP Context shall be activated. The network shall provide a mechanism for the Push Function to request a long-lived PDP Context be established to a UE and maintained until the Push Function revokes the request. 
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
