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1. Introduction

The current text in draft GUP stage 2 specification TS 23.240 v0.11.0 does not clearly define the use of the Rg and Rp reference points inside the network operator's domain and for third party applications. This contribution proposes to restrict the use of the Rp reference point to inside the network operator's domain and the GUP Data Repositories in the UEs.

2. Discussion

The GUP reference architecture has currently two reference points Rg and Rp. Applications accessing GUP data can locate also at third party equipment. An application has reference point Rg towards the GUP Server and reference point Rp directly towards the GUP Data Repositories. If the application is in a third party equipment, security measures (authentication, authorisation, etc.) shall be applied to both reference points.

Since having two different GUP reference points in third party applications don't bring any benefits, but makes the protocols more complicated, it is proposed to restrict the use of the Rp reference point to inside the network operator's domain and the GUP Data Repositories in the UEs. This restriction makes it possible to define/select a protocol for the Rp reference point that is optimised for the network operator's internal use.

3. Proposal

We kindly propose SA2 to agree on the suggested additional text on the Rp reference point below.

4.2.3 Reference Points

Reference Points in the GUP Reference Architecture:

1. Reference Point RG

This reference point shall allow applications to create, read, modify and delete any user profile data using the harmonized access interface. The GUP Server locates the data repositories responsible of the storage of the requested profile component(s) and carries out the requested operation on the data.


2. Reference Point RP

This reference point shall allow the GUP Server or applications to create, read, modify and delete user profile data using the harmonized access interface. The use of reference point Rp is restricted to inside the network operator's domain and the GUP Data Repositories in the UEs.


Editors Note: additional reference points may be introduced at a later stage. Deeper investigations on the GUP server may result in "outsourced" functions and may require a description of reference points to them. However, at this stage of development additional reference points cannot be foreseen.
