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1. Introduction

This contribution proposes to clarify the MBMS Session Stop procedure to clarify that the Session Stop should be sent to both DRNC and SRNC.

2. Discussion

The introduction of section 8.5indicates that “The procedure is propagated along the MBMS data distribution tree formed by all nodes that have requested the corresponding MBMS bearer”

In case a DRNC has been selected by UTRAN to distribute MBMS data, the Session Stop will be sent only to this DRNC and not to the SRNC. The SRNC needs also to receive the Session Stop message.

MBMS Session Stop Procedure

The BM-SC initiates the MBMS Session Stop procedure when it considers the session to be terminated. The session is typically terminated when there is no more MBMS data expected to be transmitted for a sufficiently long period of time to justify a release of user plane resources in the network. The procedure is propagated along the MBMS registration tree formed by all nodes that host UEs interested in the service (PMM-CONNECTED UEs or PMM-IDLE UEs)....
4. Conclusion
