Introduction

In the past we have briefly discussed the inclusion of UESBI-Iu in the RANAP paging messages and tentatively concluded that it was not necessary.

The recent RAN 2 / CN 1 / SA 2 “paging” ad hoc however indicated that there were cases where the UTRAN and mobile can end up in incompatible RRC states which lead to paging failures. These problems might be resolved by late R’99 changes to the core specifications, however, this then leads to a problem for the mobiles that have already been built.

This could lead to text in 25.995 and need the RNC to “work around” the problem, eg by paging these early mobiles with both RNTI and Core Network identity (eg TMSI).

Proposal

While the solutions to this “paging” problem have not yet been finalised, it is proposed to reconsider our original decision and to add text to 23.195 to include the UESBI-Iu into the RANAP paging message.

Suggested text is included below.

Paging

The MSC and SGSN should send the UESBI-Iu in the Iu interface RANAP PAGING message.

On the Gs interface, the MSC shall send the UESBI-Iu in the Gs interface BSSAP+-PAGING message.

If the SGSN does not receive the UESBI-Iu in the Gs interface BSSAP+-PAGING message (eg because the MSC does not support the Early UE feature) then the SGSN need not attempt to add UESBI-Iu to the subsequent Iu interface PAGING message(s).

Transfer of UESBI-Iu in the A interface paging message is not required.
