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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA4 and other groups for their replies to the LS on usage of UMTS Bearer Service attribute ‘Maximum SDU Size’.

SA2 is pleased to inform that the definition of the QoS attribute ‘Maximum SDU Size’ has been clarified from Rel-5 onwards, as per the attached Change Requests to TS 23.060 and TS 23.107 that have been agreed by SA2.  It is now clarified that the Maximum SDU Size has no relationship with the Maximum Transfer Unit (MTU); in particular, no fragmentation shall be done to limit the size of SDUs according to the value of the QoS attribute Maximum SDU Size. A corollary of this is that the minimum possible value of the Maximum SDU Size attribute does not need to be changed.
