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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks TSG GERAN for their LS on the introduction of the  Allocation and Retention Priority (ARP) within the BSS Packet Flow Context Creation Procedure on the Gb interface in the framework of Release 6.

SA2 has reviewed the proposed CR by TSG GERAN to update the BSS Packet Flow Context Procedure in 23.060 accordingly. While in principle SA2 endorses the CR, it was felt that 23.060 was not the appropriate specification to describe in detail  the use of the Allocation /Retention Priority parameter. The proposed CR was therefore modified to indicate that information contained in the aggregate BSS QoS profile may be used by the BSS to perform queuing of the packet flow context creation or pre-emption of other packet flow context creation. The detailed operation defined in 3GPP TS 48.018 was felt sufficient.

The updated CR is attached for your information.
