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MBMS REPORT

Summary

As they are many overlapping CRs, It is agreed that CRs will not be sent for SA2 approval at this meeting, instead they are agreed in principle but are postponed for final agreement to the next meeting. These will be re visited at next SA2 meeting with a view to merging CRs where possible and presenting these to SA2 at the closing plenary in New York. This is to ensure that there will a PROPER set of CRS for presentation to SA.

The MBMS has identified a number of LSs. These have not been agreed during the drafting group but will be presented to SA2 closing plenary for approval. As many of these LSs are to RAN/GERAN who meet the week before SA2 in November, it is a good idea that they are approved here.

LSs are S2-033398, S2-033399, S2-033400 and S2-033409

There were a number of contributions to add details for GERAN into the TS, these were revised and agreed in principle but are treated as all other CRs. I.e. They will be finalised at New York meeting.

It was agreed that it would be useful to have a mechanism to document where MBMS user service may impact the bearer service architecture. As chapter 7 is currently a unused chapter, this will be re used. Actual contributions will be handled in New York meeting.

It was agreed that a check on UE capabilities is a good idea before granting MBMS services. 3 contributions were treated regarding this but none were agreed. It is therefore proposed to have this topic as an agenda item at the next meeting.

1 and a half days are required for next meeting. It is planned to start at 8am if a morning slot is granted.

Open issues

There were a number of proposals for TMGI, it was decided to seek further advice from RAN/GERAN on the length of TMGI

Optimisation

At present the Session Start is sent to all RNCs. RAN3 would prefer if this was filtered and only interested RANS received session start. Again further dialogue with RAN groups is requested before SA2 makes any change to it’s architecture.
