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1. Overall Description:

TS 23.246v2.0.0 has stated that the BM-SC might use OSA-SCS to interact with third parties. SA2 has known that there doesn’t exist the separate MBMS related service capability features, which are supposed to be provided to the application by the OSA-SCS to enable access to the MBMS related network resources.

In order for BM-SC to interact with OSA-SCS, there should be certain MBMS related service capability features, which can provide MBMS related application with the capability to access the MBMS related network entities (e.g. MBMS).

Furthermore, there should be certain OSA API, which can be mapped to the reference point(s) between the BM-SC and the OSA-SCS, so as to realize the physical mapping of MBMS related SCF and efficiently make use of MBMS network entity, e.g. BM-SC.

2. Actions:

SA2 kindly request CN5 to consider the following questions regarding the OSA support to MBMS, and inform SA2 once the answers have been made:

· Whether there is any existing SCF, such as Data Session Control, which supports PS, call control, can support MBMS session as well, so as to provide the MBMS related application with the capability to access to the MBMS related network resources.

· Whether there is any existing OSA API, which can be mapped to the reference point(s) between the OSA-SCS and the BM-SC.
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
