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1 Introduction

TR 23.917 describes some example flows for Gq in the context of IMS. This contribution intends to align these example flows with the SDP offer-answer model. According to this model, the SIP message triggering an open gate procedure may be one of the following:

· 200 OK of the INVITE request that contains the SDP answer

· ACK request that contains the SDP answer

· 200 OK of the UPDATE request that contains the SDP answer

2 Proposal

It is proposed to change TR 23.917 along the lines described above:

1) The P-CSCF receives one of the following SIP messages: the 200 OK response to the INVITE request, the ACK request, or the 200 OK response to the UPDATE request within a confirmed dialog.
2) The P-CSCF sends a message to the PDF to indicate the opening of the gate. 
3) The PDF shall send a COPS DEC message to the Gateway to open the ‘gate’ e.g., enable the use of the authorised QoS resources.

4) The Gateway receives the COPS DEC message and opens the ‘gate’ e.g., enables the use of the authorised QoS resources, and sends a COPS RPT message back to the PDF.

5) The PDF informs the P-CSCF of the result of the gate operation.
6) The P-CSCF forwards the 200 OK message to the UE for the originating side and for the terminating side, to the terminating S-CSCF.
