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At SA2 #34 the LS from SA 1 in S2-032812 containing TR 22.952 was received by SA 2. SA 1 requested comments to this TR. Here are a few rapid comments to the following sections of 22.952:

Re: introduction.

TR22.950 is more a stage 3 description than a document containing high level requirements.

1 Scope

The scope of the TR seems to be wrong, because, if you ignore the PS domain, how do you prevent PS overload causing all voice calls to fail?

4.1 Assumptions

The Half Rate codec is missed out and this seems to compromise much of the Radio Resource Management schemes that SA 1 have designed. 

4.4.2/4.4.3

By ignoring Half Rate, SA 1’s Radio Resource Management schemes cause unnecessary blocking/dropping of priority calls.

4.7 Inter MSC handover

What is the service requirement for preventing the priority service to apply across MSC boundaries?

4.8.13 SMS

It is worth noting that SMS traffic can normally be sent in GSM cells that are suffering extreme voice congestion.

4.9.2 Roaming

According to 02.11, access classes 11-15 have national/PLMN based restrictions.

What is a region? 23.122 and 02.11 indicate that access classes only recognise MCCs, not ‘regions’ or ‘countries with more than one MCC’.
